Police Issues

ii) Police Tasking Meeting held 9 November 2006

Councilllor Mrs. Blagden reported that the following issues were discussed:

· The Speedwatch initiative is proceeding and volunteers are to be contacted. There was a request for more names for volunteers to be put forward. This will be advertised bin a future issue of the newsletter. A letter will be sent to Inspector Mark Allsop and copied in to the Chief Superintendent regarding the lack of contact of a councillor who put her name forward over 2 years ago.

· Cones have been put down Station Road to prevent parking. This has made the problem in Summerhill worse.

· Parking in Elmsley Street. The residents are advised to take the numbers of illegally parked vehicles and report to them 0845 6060606

· The police are going to keep a log of the time spent in each village and give that information to the parish council or at the tasking meetings.

· Leaflets entitled ‘Strike Back’ have been circulated with a questionnaire regarding crime issues

· ‘Lighten up’ leaflets were delivered by Cllr Blagden to warn people to leave a light on when a property is empty.

· Traffic in Barrows Lane-The timing of the speed checks was criticised and the comments noted. 

· Youths in the football field. Police think that situation is improving. Any incidents must be reported and logged.

· Youths congregating on Elmsley Street. The police must be informed.

· Fireworks on Stone Grove. The police are aware of the situation.

· The next meeting will be in January

iii) Reports for communication with the police

· Eastburn. It was reported that there are two rival gangs and it is feared that some of the members may be carrying knives. The usual locations and times of the trouble will be reported to the police.

·  On Saturday 2 November underage drinking on Elmsley Street/Queen Street/Forge View was reported to the police at 10.00 p.m. The police did not attend. The safety of the young people on this busy road is a concern.

ii)Presentation by Abina Dorgan-Smith: 

Abina explained her role in being responsible for youth provision over a wide rural area of Bradford. She has 2 full time and 1 part time members of staff to cover this area. The initiative in Silsden is the nearest provision, this runs 2 nights a week, Tuesday and Thursday, from 7.00p.m. to 9.00 p.m. It was confirmed that Steeton and Eastburn youngsters can attend these sessions. This provision needs advertising to local young people. The attendees develop social skills and learn to interact with each other and the community. The age group that attends is primarily 13-19 years. It would be difficult to provide a similar scheme in Steeton or Eastburn as there is no suitable building available.

Abina agreed to spend some time trying to make contact with young people in Steeton and Eastburn during February. The information from the parish plan will be considered alongside the feedback that Abina gets. Abina agreed to allow her contact details to be given to any youngsters that want to talk to her about youth provision.

· Memorial Garden-It was suggested that a hand rail beside the path from the cenotaph towards the bridge and up other side would improve safety.

· Blocked gullies-21 Mill Lane, High Street opposite No. 25, High Street left hand side higher up towards Hollins Lane and outside Logan House opposite Sutton Lane. The Clerk will report these.

· The wall behind Eastburn Inn bordering on Eastburn Playing Field has fallen down. This will be reported to Parks and Landscapes.

· The accumulation of rubbish behind a local pub. The clerk will ask the licensee to remove it.

· Work is being carried out at the Old Co-op building on a Sunday and disturbing the neighbours. The clerk will find out if there is a restriction on working hours in the planning approval.

· There is a new keyholder for the cemetery appointed by the Superintendent at Utley 

· Concerns regarding light pollution on Elmsley Street will be looked in to by the clerk.

· The path in front of the bungalows opposite Airedale Hospital is obstructed by overhanging branches. The clerk will inform Aire-Wharfe housing.

· Cars going the wrong way up Chapel Road will be reported to the police and to the next tasking meeting. 

· Queen Street-The pavement on the main road at the junction with Ford’s View is very narrow. The clerk will ask highways to look at this. 

· A cars has been accessing the Keighley Road Recreation Ground through the gates. The clerk will ask Parks and Landscapes to secure one half of the gate.

· The culvert on Thornhill Road needs clearing.

· Footways on Thornhill Road have been marked up but some areas have been missed. 

· Merton Grove and the old Co-op building-more graffiti needs removing.
