Planning Matters:

i) Planning Applications to be considered: 


a) 06/08676/FUL, Extension to washroom also construction of conservatory across the full width of the house at 
Low Hollins Farm, Holins Bank Lane, Steeton.

Resolved: The council will support the decision of the planning officer providing the extension does not exceed the 
permitted percentage  increase in size of a property in green belt.


b) 06/09560/FUL, Construction of 12 apartments in a single block and 4 detached houses at Longlands, Skipton 
Road, Steeton.


Resolved: To object to the proposed application on the following grounds:
· The increase in the number of units on the site will lead to a significant increase in the volume of traffic that would be accessing Skipton Road at a very busy location on the road close to the entrance to Airedale General Hospital and with restricted sightlines owing to the position of a bus shelter.
· Concerns regarding the specimen tree (Category A1) designated under TPO-0812. 

· The development, especially the apartment block, is very close to many trees with TPO’s the roots of which would be damaged during construction. 
· The location of the apartment block close to the northern boundary of the site would have an overbearing and detrimental impact on the street scene.

· The use or reconstituted stone does not fit in with the surrounding buildings which are of coursed Yorkshire stone.

· The design of the apartment block is not in keeping with the village environment.
If the application goes to the Area Planning Panel a councillor will attend to represent the views of the parish 
council.
