Having due regard to the current economic climate the 
council has been able to maintain the precept at the 
same level as 2010/11 with no increase in the annual 
payment which equates to £17.88 per Band D property.
The council has managed its budget prudently in 
2010/11 and is able to carry forward budget provision 
for play area improvements and youth work. A grant 
from Bradford Council enabled the parish council to 
update its IT equipment to facilitate the  electronic 
consideration of planning applications. The council 
continues to be successful in claiming grants to fund 
capital projects rather than asking local residents to foot 
the bill. Further grant applications will be made in 
2011/12 to try and fund the  provision of the 
Community Hub building. 
The parish council  agreed its budget for 2011/12 at the 
January 2011 meeting and identified the following 
priorities for the coming year: 
¨ £8,000 for further improvements to existing 

recreational areas The parish council has already 
updated both Keighley Road Recreation Ground and 
Eastburn Playing Field, largely from grants, but an 
ongoing programme of upgrading will continue. 

¨ £1,000 to carry out a bulb planting scheme at 
Eastburn Playing Field. 

¨ £2,200 to pay for extra cleaning of the recreational 
areas owned by the parish council including the 
removal of litter and glass and the maintenance of 
planted areas.. 

¨ £4,000 to continue to provide outreach youth 
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activities throughout the year. The establishment 
of a weekly youth club for young people in the 13 
to 19  age group has been very successful in 
2010/11. 

¨ £2,500 to implement some further actions 
identified in the Parish Plan. 

¨ £2,000 will be added to reserves to pay for any 
bye-election costs and exceptional unforeseen 
expenditure. 

The council has budgeted £11,075 for administration 
which includes the clerk’s salary, employers National 
Insurance payments, photocopying, postage, 
stationery, internal and external audit and e-mail and 
telephone costs. The maintenance and development of 
the parish council website and the printing and 
distribution of a regular newsletter  will cost a further 
£1,750. Other running costs of insurance, 
subscriptions to professional  bodies, room hire, 
training etc have been given a budget allocation of 
£3,620, a significant increase on last year largely due 
to increased insurance cover for public liability and to 
protect the council’s assets. £1,000 has also been  
included for grants/incidental expenditure and £1,500 
for repairs and renewals. The parish council receives  
a very small income from bank interest and wayleave 
payments.  
Parish councillors give their time freely and work 
hard on your behalf to improve the facilities and 
village environments that all residents enjoy so please 
get involved and support  your  parish council.

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Following our refurbishment of Eastburn Playing Field and to complement the trees we 
have already planted the Parish Council agreed to become part of the Great British Elm 
Experiment.  We decided to purchase 10 Trees, these have been split between Eastburn 
Playing Field and Keighley Road Recreation Ground  at Steeton.  The trees have all been 
registered with The Great British Elm Experiment and details of how they are 
progressing will be logged every 6 months.  The Trees have been called Steeton with 
Eastburn Elms and updates on their progress can be followed at  
conservationfoundation.co.uk   following the links to the Great British Elm Experiment 

Background
As part of the 30th anniversary celebrations of Elms Across Europe, the project which 
led to the setting up of The Conservation Foundation, schools and gardens were offered 
the opportunity to take part in The Great British Elm Experiment, a new national elm 
planting campaign. This time it will use young trees propagated from mature healthy, 
native elms which the Foundation has discovered still growing in the English 
countryside. 
How or why some of the UK’s native elms have survived when so many were affected 
by Dutch elm disease is a mystery, but they may have a resistance to disease and 
therefore able to be used in further propagation and replanting initiatives.

Eastburn Playing Field Redevelopment 
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demanded and a new building could offer excellent access for all 
members of the community. It would be energy efficient and its 
internal layout would allow for the needs of multiple users. It 
could provide a focus for the villages. 
The Parish Council carried out a survey of the needs and wishes 
of every household in Steeton-and-Eastburn in 2007. This 
resulted in the Parish Plan which established that, in 9 of the 14 
sections of the study, residents wish for a better community focus 
– indeed in 5 of those sections the need for a community focus is 
mentioned as either the most important, or the second most 
important recommended action. 

In response to all of 
the above issues, the 
Parish Council is 
now studying the 
feasibility of 
constructing a new 
community facility 
adjacent to the 
bowling green. We 
have developed a 
site strategy; we are 
progressing with 

preliminary architect’s sketches (on display in the notice-boards); 
we have preliminary construction costs; and we have preliminary 
views of the Planners.  
We shall shortly have sufficient information about our options 
with this exciting opportunity to be able to hold public 
consultations - keep your eye on the Parish Council notice-
boards, and watch out for the next edition of this newsletter for 
details.  

It won’t be just for bowlers, it will be for the whole 
community! 

We’ve got to replace the old hut, it’s falling to pieces! It 
guzzles energy and it does not provide access for people 
with disabilities. Further repairs would be sending good 
money after bad. 

This site is at the very heart of the villages and it makes 
obvious sense for the parish council to look at the feasibility 
of replacing the existing building with a new one which 
would meet the growing needs of the communities of 
Steeton-with-Eastburn. A new building could be designed 
to allow for future expansion as and when it might be 
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Your Parish Council plays a crucial role in local democracy with an annual budget of around £25,000. Bradford City Council, 
the primary local authority for us in Steeton and Eastburn, deals in millions of pounds, owns many buildings and open spaces, 
employs thousands of staff, and provides major services such as education, highways, waste management etc.  By contrast, the 
Parish Council owns a few facilities – for example, the bowling green pavilion, recreation grounds and the war memorial garden, 
employs one part-time clerk, and has well under twenty thousand pounds a year to spend when the clerk’s salary and other 
running costs have been met.   The parish council does not carry out road repairs,  grit the roads and pavements, make 
decisions about planning applications or organise waste collections BUT – it is by no means powerless.  The parish council 
can raise more money from other funders, as it recently did so successfully with the provision of new play equipment and 
drainage of the field at Eastburn Playing Field.  The council can represent local people’s views - over planning applications, 
highways matters, problems in the environment of the two villages, or indeed any concern that is felt strongly by individuals or 
organisations within the parish.  The council carried out an extensive consultation exercise in 2007 and as a result published its 
Parish Plan in 2008.  The plan outlines the community’s vision for the future, informs parish council decisions and details an 
action plan to try to implement some of the community’s aspirations. 
Our parish council logo reflects the jigsaw of local systems in which we are meshed – the community all around us, the City of 
Bradford Metropolitan District Council and HM Government.  Our current eleven councilors, whether elected or co-opted, are 
there to give you a voice.  Local elections for the parish council will take place on the same day as Bradford Council elections on 
5 May 2011. All of the parish council posts will be up for election for a period of four years. Nominations for parish councillors, 
collated by Bradford Council, will open soon. For more information about becoming a parish councillor contact the Clerk.

Newsletter Deliveries. Copies of the parish council newsletters are delivered with the Target newspaper in the Steeton area but as the Target is 
not delivered in Eastburn parish councillors deliver in Eastburn by hand. Copies are available in Steeton Post Office and it can be downloaded 
from the parish council website. If you do not receive your own copy of the newsletter contact the clerk to receive one in future.
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Wharfedale and Craven Neighbourhood Policing Team has seen a 
number of changes in the past few months including the retirement 
of PC Pete Merifield after 34 years police service.  We have two new 
members of staff who have taken over responsibility for Steeton and 
Eastburn – they are PC Ian Shreeve and PC Samantha Buckley.  
Police Community Support Officer Jon Turnbull is also the 
dedicated officer for the area. 
Reported crime figures continue to be low in Steeton and Eastburn 
but you can assist in reducing this further.  Firstly:  Ensure that your 
houses and cars are always locked, we have recently arrested 
offenders who commit theft from vehicles by trying car doors in a 
particular area – surprisingly they find a significant number open and 
can then steal the contents.  Secondly: Report any suspicious 
incidents, vehicles or people – you are the ‘eyes and ears’ of the 
community and many crimes each year are either prevented or 
detected due to the information of local residents.
Our current policing priority for Steeton and Eastburn is aimed at 
under-age drinking.  New legislation makes it an offence for young 
people below 18 years of age to be caught with alcohol on three 
separate occasions.  The NPT are working with the Young Peoples 
Drug and Alcohol Service to offer support to young people and their 
families who regularly consume alcohol which may affect their 
health and well-being.  We are regularly patrolling the areas where 
young people are known to be drinking and parents are contacted by 
the NPT should their children be found in possession of alcohol. 
The NPT attend all Parish Council meetings, Neighbourhood Forums 
and hold Police surgeries at a number of locations.  Despite this we 
often only hear the views and concerns of a small number of 
residents.  Please take the time to tell us what is important to you and 
what you think the NPT should concentrate their efforts on over the 
coming months.  You can do this by attending a Police and 
Communities Together (PACT) meeting or the Neighbourhood 
Forum (details on West Yorkshire Police website) or via email or 
telephone as shown below.
