Eastburn Playing Field Update.

Councillors Pickard and Lambert have attended a number of meetings over recent
months with Bradford Community Environment Project designers and real progress
has been made with plans for the refurbishment of the play area. Draft plans are to be
considered and will be displayed in the notice-boards and will also be available to
download from the parish council website. The plans incorporate elements of natural
play as well as a range of exciting play equipment that addresses the play needs of
different age groups. The plans will also be presented to children at Eastburn Junior
and Infant School for their consideration.

The plans and equipment specifications will be used to inform some large grant
applications to fund the project. The parish council has already committed £18,000 to

the project from its own budget and an application for £10,000 from the Ward

Investment Fund has been supported by Ward Councillors.

The plans for redevelopment respond to issues raised in the Parish Plan and will
benefit all members of the community. The proposed date for completion of the play
area, subject to funding, is summer 2010.
