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Joint Transport Working Group
Steeton-with-Eastburn Parish Council and Silsden Town Council have a Joint Transport
Working Group, chaired by Ward Councillor, Andrew Mallinson. The group is working hard to
addressissues of car parking provision, access and co-ordination of bus and train timetables. A
meeting was held on Monday 10 November with a representative of Northern Rail and a
Bradford Council Officer with responsibility for Transport Planning and Disabled Access. The
meeting highlighted the significant problems that disabled passengers have in accessing the
platforms and the inadequate parking provision at
the station. Drew Hayley, Northern Rail,
confirmed that the Metro areawill be extended to
Skipton by March 2009 which may have an
impact on the use of the car park. A further
meeting will be arranged between the group and
representatives of Metro, Bradford Council
Transport Planning and Highways Departments
and Northern Rail to try and improve access to
the station. It is hoped that a partnership can be
established with the different stakeholders to
apply for government funding to improve access
at the station for all passengers.
