The main report will be based on
aquantitative analysis of the ‘tick-box’
type answers and this huge task is being
undertaken by the clerk, Cheryl Brown,
using Excel computer software. | am
hoping also to write a supplementary
report based in handwritten comments on
the questionnaires. This would be more
impressionistic, but the comments are
interesting and important. From a
preliminary read-through, it is already
clear that there is a massive concern about
traffic, parking and pedestrian safety
issuesin thevillage. It is gratifying to read
some positive comments about the
villages, including from aresident who
had only lived here for a month! Some
comments raised issues which the parish
council can do little or nothing about, such
as re-opening of shops, and some raised
crime issues which should be reported to
the police; but they al give avaluable
insight into the life of the two villages and
their needs.
The next Parish Plan Steering Group
meeting isin October when the prize draw
will be carried out.
