1. Councillor Mallinson was elected Chairman of the working party
2. The meetings will be held in alternate calendar months on the 2nd Friday. 

Remit of the committee:

· Integrated transport issues in Steeton, Eastburn and Silsden.

· Car Parking

· Traffic management

· Pedestrian safety

· Potential expansion of transport facilities

· Protection of the economy linked to transport

· Make recommendations regarding traffic and transport issues to the Parish and Town Councils for inclusion in the Parish Plans.
Note: The cost implications of the administration of the working party to be discussed at the next parish council meetings.

3. Steeton & Silsden Railway Station
The problems with car parking at the station were discussed. S&S station attracts 
many commuters from out of the area which means that local people can not park at 
the station. Several options to address this situation were discussed including 
charging for parking for non local residents, dedicated bus services from North 
Yorkshire to the station, inclusion of Cononley and Skipton in the Metro area. It was 
suggested that there should be liaison with Craven Council to look in to the options. 
(Councillor Mallinson).
It was suggested that by increasing the amount of car parking at the station there 
would be increased congestion on the roads. 

a) Response to the e-mail from Caroline Young, Project Officer Rail 
Development, Metro. 

A draft reply was circulated for approval. It was agreed that the reply be sent with 
minor amendments regarding the personnel that attended the site visit at the 
station.

b) Communication from GLR Architects on behalf of Airedale Tree 
Surgeons Ltd. 

The two proposed plans were discussed. Neither of the plans met with complete 
approval as they do not address the problems with access for the 
disabled/elderly/parents with pushchairs. Road access problems were identified 
with both plans. 


Councillor Mallinson will ask Asset Management, Bradford Council, to carry out a 
land search of the area.

Councillor Mallinson will invite Airedale Tree Surgeons to a future meeting where the 
plans can be discussed in detail and concerns raised.

4. Other traffic/transport concerns/information.


Ward Councillors have sent out 600 letters to local residents asking for feedback on 
traffic/transport issues.


Issues of parking and the enforcement of parking restrictions and speed restrictions 
are important to the communities. 


The dangers of crossing the A629 on foot were highlighted.


It was suggested that the working party could suggest transport and traffic 
management schemes for inclusion in the Parish Plans. The 
schemes would be 
taken back to the Parish and Town Councils for ratification before inclusion in the 
Parish Plans.


Councillor Mallinson will ask Christopher Hughes, Planning Department, to attend a 
future meeting to discuss the impact of transport and traffic issues on planning 
decisions.


Councillors Garrett and Mullen will report back from the Rural Transport Network 
meetings and input ideas from the working party to the meetings.
