2. Chairman’s update

The Chairman’s update was circulated for information

It was also reported that the WYPTE is carrying out an accessibility survey but this applies to West Yorkshire only.

Metro is working on two papers

· The introduction of car parking charges at railway stations

· Extension of the reduced fares option outside the WYPTE area.

It was also noted that the Kildwick crossing has been taken out of the NY long term transport plan (to 2011).
3. Steeton & Silsden Railway Station: Car park feasibility study from Metro
The plans and costs from the study carried out in 2003 were circulated for information.

All references to Arriva should now be replaced with Northern Rail

Plan of Existing parking facilities: Confirmed as correct with 73 car parking spaces.

Option 1: Provides 29 additional spaces. This provision was regarded as minimal and would only accommodate the cars currently parking on Station Road.

Option 2: Provides 254 extra spaces (20 designated Disabled). Uses land not thought to be in the ownership of Metro and therefore land costs would probably need to be added.

Option 3: Provides 100 extra spaces (6 designated Disabled). Uses land not thought to be in the ownership of Metro and therefore land costs would probably need to be added.

General comments and considerations:

All three schemes include CCTV provision.

An enquiry was made as to which organisations would fund any improvements. It was assumed that it would be a partnership between Metro, Northern Rail and Bradford Council. It was noted that Northern Rail does not have a very long franchise and may, therefore, be reluctant to fund a capital scheme.

There would be a revenue increase from the additional parking which may offset costs.

Car parking fees could offset the cost of the capital scheme. This could be run as a franchise. 

The 2 platform layout at Steeton and Silsden railway station will always cause problems with access for return journeys.

The steps in place at the moment are very steep and difficult for many passengers, not just disabled passengers and passengers with prams.

Many concerns were expressed regarding the safety for pedestrians in all of the schemes.

It was suggested that a survey of current use of the parking space could be carried out.

Councillor Mallinson will 
· Find out who owns the land around the station as this is pertinent to all of the schemes.
· Invite either Metro or the owner of the woodyard dependent on his findings regarding land ownership

· Reply to Caroline Young, Metro, with some of the comments raised at the meeting.

· Invite Christopher Hughes, Planning, to attend a future meeting.

· Find out the costs of Consultancy advice on car park use.
