2. Areas of concern to the community were briefly discussed and included:

· Environmental issues

· Youth issues

· Services and provision for the elderly

· Housing

· Community cohesion between the two villages
3. Housing: ‘The Rural Housing Enablers’ at Yorkshire Rural Community Council will be asked to the next meeting to explain how they can help with a rural housing survey.


4.  Central meeting place: Tom O’Donovan assured the council that if a need is established and proven by consultation, funding may be available. This to be discussed at a future date

5. Questionnaire: It was felt that the way forward is to devise a questionnaire for circulation to every household. David Mullen offered to use the ‘Village Appraisal’ software to produce a first draft which will be circulated to the group and then discussed at the next meeting. Incentives for submission and distribution of the questionnaire will also be discussed at the next meeting.
